Operating Instruction and Regulations for Dive Safari Boats

Environmental regulations
e Licensed diving safari boats should be committed to the implementation of environmental guide
lines for scuba diving activities to maintain ecological balance and the coral reef, which are:

. Commitment to the use of buoys dedicated for mooring at islands and touristic dive-
sites during the trips; usage of anchors to tie up at the coral reef is forbidden.

. Tourists are not allowed to set foot on islands; no accommodation is allowed on islands.

" No fishing is allowed.

= Fish feeding is not allowed specially sharks in order to maintain ecological balance.

. It is prohibited to throw any hard waste products, liquid or gaseous wastes in the

territorial waters — special concern to the 5 miles circle around dive-sites.

General Instruction for Naval Trips

e Scuba diving activities should be carried out only by MOT licensed operators who are the
members of CDWS under the supervision of CDWS certified dive-guides/instructors.

e Divingis to be carried out only in allowed areas for scuba diving.

e Scuba diving has to be carried out according to EUF norms and follow ISO standards.

e Permits have to be issued as per requirements of the Red Sea Governorate coast guard office
and South Sinai coastal protection office. Permits have to be revised before and after trips.

e Following the designated route with which the permit has been issued in regards to timing of
departure and arrival to islands. Diving is only possible on allowed dive-sites which are
authorized by armed forces. Permits are to be issued on a trip-by-trip base.

e Permits to be issued from the Red Sea Governorate coast guard office and South Sinai coastal
protection office with the following data: Name, nationality, passport number, place of issue,
date of birth. All information has to be clearly computerized either in Arabic or English. A
photocopy of passport, a clear request of duration of dive-permit and areas to dive in, a copy of
a valid MOT license, a copy of navigation license has to be handed out to the office issuing
permit after reviewing the original documents.

e Weather conditions have to be monitored to guarantee safe diving and navigation practice.
Emergency ports have to be noted and diving has to be stopped in case of bad weather
conditions in order not to jeopardize safety of clients.

Diving Instructions for Remote Islands dedicated for scuba diving and ready with buoys for

moorings:
e Trips departing for remote islands (Brothers, Zabargad, Rocky, Abou Kezan) is only allowed from

authorized ports of departure: Sharm el Sheikh, Hurgada, Safaga, port Ghaleb.

Trips to remote islands can depart and return to different ports from the authorized ports listed
above in coordination and with prior notice to the relevant coast guard offices of the Red Sea
Governorate and South Sinai coastal protection.



e Copies of passports have to be handed over to the relevant offices to control arrival and
departure of charters and checking identity of clients in the ports of arrival.

e Incase of rules violation a Disciplinary penalty of six months suspension of skippers’ license is
applied depending on the nature of violation. That is to ensure discipline of movement of boats
and yachts and serving the eco tourism in the area.

e Coordination with relevant naval bases in the Red Sea area is necessary before departure.

The operator must abide with:

e Order of military governor No.5 of the year of 1984 and amendment No.1 of the year of 1987 in
regards to foreign presence in some areas of Egypt.

e Must follow the Ministerial Decree No. (146) for year 2002 on the military zones which cannot
be owned.

e EEAA law No.4 for year 1994 regarding the environment amending it to No.9 for year 2009.

e EEAAlaw No0.102 for year 1983 in regards to natural protectorates.

e All information on above mentioned laws and rules can be acquired from CDWS to avoid any
legal liability.

Marine Park Fees

e Asper EEAA in regards to Marine Parks of remote islands entrance fees (Brothers, Zabargad,

Abou Kezan, Rocky):

= 7 days trip * 55 entry fee per day per person. Total fees (7*5*No. of persons)
Real Estate Taxes:
= 5days trip * 12 EGP real estate tax fees per person. Total fees (5*12*No. of persons)

- Area 1 (B) Brothers Island in addition to any other island (Zabargad, Abou Kezan, Rocky)
Marine Parks Fees:
= 12 days * 55 entry fee per day per person. Total fees (12*5*No. of Persons)
Real Estate Taxes:
= 10daystrip * 12 EGP real estate tax fees per person. Total fees (10*12*No. of persons)

- Area 2: Zabargad, Abou Kezan, Rocky
Marine Parks Fees:
= 12 days * 55 entry fee per day per person. Total fees (12*5*No. of Persons)
Real Estate Taxes:
= 10daystrip * 12 EGP real estate tax fees per person. Total fees (10*12*No. of persons)
